Read acts: Acts 19

When Paul Planted the church in Ephesus
he stayed there for 3 years. Three years he
worked, and built and grew that body of Be-
lievers. A church that Starts out as a few
believers baptized by John the Baptist,
grows under his care to a place where Idol
worship for the Greek Goddess Artemis was
the main form of worship, and Paul through
his prayers and miracles is building a church
out of these followers. Paul was so filled
with the Holy Spirit that even handkerchiefs
he had touched were curing spirits and cast-
ing out evil spirits.

His ministry became so huge that local sor-
cerers tried to cash in on his fame by casting
demons out themselves, and Acts 19 lays out
how this does not go their way. Even
through the riots against the Christians that
the silversmiths who make idols to Artemis
the church in Ephesus holds fast and strong
in that community, even after Paul leaves
and some of the church leaders are driven
out.

This is the church that Paul writes his letter
too, one that has been through persecution,
one that has seen God’s miracles and
watched Paul perform wonders. When we
jump into our study of the book of Ephesus
remember Paul spent three years with these
people, teaching and healing them. And so,
when Paul writes to them, he writes as one
who knows them, their strengths and weak-
nesses, their passion for the Gospel and the

flaws they have in themselves.
